Shri Lakamshi Govindji Haria gave the auspicious
start to this journey on 4" Dec 1981, and launched
Shri LG Haria School the first step towards a greater
goal.
It was a period of struggle, but the will power of the
trustees was strong. The seed that was sown in
1981 is today a sprawling banyan tree. After five
years GIDC gave a common plot and Rs 1.5 lakh
grant for a new school building which is now the
site of Shri LG Haria school.At that time there were
very few English medium schools so as the number
of students increased the second floor was
constructed. During this time the trust realized that
the city lacked an English medium college so a new
idea took shape.
Shri Gosar Hansraj Gosrani gave a donation of Rs
21,00000 which gave wings to the trust to carry on
the development work in the field of Higher
Education, proving that good work always has the
hand of God.
Seeing the noble work, the 2-acre land was
donated by Shah Bhagwanji Kachara and the
college building was shifted to Shah Bhagwaniji
Kachra Education Complex which houses seven
colleges.

It shows the immense potential the way we look the data and computers itself since it is useful for
providing Artificial Intelligence solutions,highly paid jobs,demanding high expertise and a trending
career path for decades.

Hey, but what is data and data science?How it is useful for building a career?

Data is a raw material,so it can be structured as well as unstructured,working with it is an important
skill in this field.

Machine learning: For machine learning first step mathematics, second step statistics algorithms and
terminology is necessary.Deep learning: A key part of data science that aids machines to behave like a
human brain. TensorFlow,scikit learn,etc. are used forit.

Data Visulation:Most important skill of this journey as it includes Math+Art+Stories+
Data+QOrganization+Creativity= Information. Soft wareslike

Tableau,Power Bl,etc. are used forit.

As "Knowledge is the best currency",so version control that is constant upgradation and updatation is
necessary to make you stand out different from the crowd.

Some of the examples of data science in our day-to-day lives are:Digital Advertisement,Image
Recognition,Speech Recognition, and Gaming, etc.

In healthcare sector—smart watch, smart mat, etc. provide right guidance and results when needed.
Indian government offers such courses at nominal amounts or free through departments, non-profit
organizations such as NIELIT(National Institute of Electronics & Information Technology,Delhi),
NASSCOM (National Association of Software and Service Companies),SWAYAM (Study Webs of Active
— Learning for Young Aspiring Minds),ICT (Information and communications technology),eskilla.org. —
free python course, advanced python, DBMS(Database Management System) etc. So that one can have
skills and expertise such that one can setup a good career in the decades ahead!

Keep your Immune System healthy this winter
Everyone is enjoying the pleasant change in
weather as after too longsummer now mornings
and evenings are getting cooler. Butevery season
has their own joys and challenges. There
arecertain health problems that are more
common during specific parts of the year, for
ex.you are much more likely to suffer sunburn and
heat stroke during the summer than during the
winterlikewise the winter chill will soon bring
along with it ailments like cold, flu and fever.Cold
weather triggers health problems like asthma, flu,
sore throat, painful joints, and increased risk of
heart attacks as low temperature makes blood
pressure to rise and puts more pressure on heart.
Cold weather leads to decreased body
temperature, and the body undergoes
thermoregulation to adjust to new climate.
Sometimes this transition demonstrates through
anumber of winter season diseases.

The best way to prevent falling ill during this
season is to boost your immunity. A healthy
immune system is one way to protect the body
from getting sick. The stronger it is, the better it
can fight off viruses. One key aspect of building
the immune system is focusing on nutrient-rich
foods and healthy lifestyle behaviours to help you
stay ahead of the germs. You also need to follow a
proper exercise regime, so make lifestyle changes
to ensure you get maximum benefits.

Opt for homemade meals

Foods that stimulate immunity are typically fresh,
home-cooked foods, which include milk, yogurt,
green leafy vegetables, whole grains and clarified
ghee (in moderation) and are strongly
recommended by Ayurveda. It also encourages
the consumption of foods with sweet, salty and
sour tastes during the cold months of winter for
the required boost. At the same time, remember
to avoid cold drinks and cold foods since these
dampen the gastrointestinal digestive juices.
Avoid eating stale, left-over items, deep fried
foods, soft drinks, processed meats, baked
products, and artificial sweeteners or refined
sugars, since they excessively load the system
with extra and unnecessary calories. They also

Eatabalanced diet

As one tends to feel hungrier than usual in winter,
so it is important to indulge in the right kind of
food. During winter, the market gets a bounty of
fresh fruits and vegetables. So, your focus should
be on getting as many nutrients through proper
food. A balance of Vitamins A, C, Dand E, minerals
like selenium and zinc, antioxidants and Omega 3
is required to support your immune system. Keep
your digestive system healthy to build up your
immune system. Add good bacteria to your dietin
the form of fermented foods.

Aim for five to seven servings of vegetables and
fruits daily to get vitamins, minerals and
antioxidants that may support immune health.
The federal government's My Plate concept
suggests filling half your plate with non-starchy
vegetables.

In a balanced diet that supports the immune
system, everyone should include some key
nutrients, which can be found in a variety of
foods.These nutrients can help give the immune
system a boost:

Beta carotene found in plant foods such as sweet
potatoes, spinach, carrots, mango, broccoliand
tomatoes.

Vitamin Crich foods include citrus fruits as
oranges, sweet lime, kiwi and berries, melons,
tomatoes, kale, bell peppers and broccoli.
Vitamin D found in fatty fish and eggs. Milk and
100% juices that are fortified with vitamin D are
also sources of thisimportant nutrient.

Zinc tends to be better absorbed from animal
sources such as beef and seafood, but is also in
vegetarian sources such as wheat germ, beans,
nutsand tofu.

Probiotics are “good” bacteria that promote
health. Cultured dairy products such as yogurt
and fermented foods such as kimchi are a good
source of probictics.

Protein comes from both animal and plant-based
sources, such as milk, vogurt, eggs, beef, chicken,
seafood, nuts, seeds, beans and lentils.

EIGHT KARMAS

Om Hrim Shree Vitragai Namah

In the last issue while mulling on the nature and disposition of
the Four Ghati Karmas we considered the Gnanavarann and
Darshnavarann Karma and ended with the remark to deliberate
on the two remaining Ghati Karma— Mohaniya and Antrai in this
issue, so let us mull to understand these.

3) Mohaniya Karma:

That Karma which hinders the quality of right faith and right
conduct of the Soul is called Mohaniya Karma. When the lesve
forgetting its own nature believes others being to be its own or
being incautious in its conduct of its own self nature, the karma
that raises hinderance in this conduct, the Karma which is the
cause in the in play of this, is termed as Mohaniya Karma. They
are of two types — 1) Darshan Mohaniya and 2) Charitra
Mohaniya.

Darshan Mohaniya: The in play of the Karma that hinders or
prevents the manifestation of the Soul's right faith is called the
Darshan Mohaniya Karma and there are three differentiae of
this. a) Mithiyatva(false perception) b)
Samyakmithiyatva(mixed true/false perception) and c) Samyak
Prakruti(true disposition).

a) Mithiyatva: The faith of the leeve that believes in the false
nature of an element due to the in play of the karma that
beliefis called Mithiyatva.

b) Samyak mithiyatva: The mixed consequence that prevail
with the in play of the Karma that cannot be called to be as
the nature of Samyaktva or even of Mithiyatva is called
Samyak mithiyatva.

¢} Samyak Prakruti: The in play of the Karma that does not
interfere or destroy the right faith, but this faith is stained
with variability, impurity etcis called Samyak Prakruti.

Charitra Mohaniya: The in play of the Karma that hinders or
prevents the marnifestation of the Soul's right conduct is called
the Charitra Mohaniya Karma which has two facets: Kashay(the
attachment and aversions that shatters the Vitraag Nature of the
Soul) and Nokashay(lesser intensity of Kashay) that have 25 Sub-
divisions—Sixteen Kashay and Nine Nokashay.

Sixteen Kashay: 1) Anantaanubandhi (Infinite bondage
provider) Krodh (Anger), 2) AnantaanubandhiMaan (Pride), 3)
AnantaanubandhiMaaya (Deceit), 4) AnantaanubandhiLobh
(Greed) 5) Apratiyaakhiyanaavrann (With Non-Vow acquisition)
Krodh, &) Apratiyaakhiyanaavrann Maan, 7)
Apratiyaakhiyanaavrann Maaya 8) Apratiyaakhiyanaavrann
Lobh, 9) Prativaakhiyanaavrann (With acquisition of Vows)
Krodh, 10) Pratiyvaakhiyanaavrann Maan, 11)
Pratiyaakhiyanaavrann Maaya, 12) Pratiyaakhiyanaavrann Lobh,
13) Sanjvalan (With acquisition of Mega-Vows) Krodh, 14)
Sanjvalan Maan, 15) Sanjvalan Maaya, 16) Sanjvalan Lobh.

conduct of the Soul are called Anantaanubandhi Krodh, Maan,
Maaya, Lobh.

ApratiyaakhiyanaavrannKrodh, Maan, Maaya, Lobh: Those
acts that takes place which prevents the taking of Vows capable
of acquiring Partial Conduct (DeshCharitra) of the Soul are called
ApratiyaakhiyanaavrannKrodh, Maan, Maaya, Lobh.
PratiyaakhiyanaavrannKrodh, Maan, Maaya, Lobh: Those acts
that takes place which prevents the taking of Vows capable of
acquiring Total Conduct (SakalCharitra) of the Soul are called
PratiyaakhiyanaavrannKrodh, Maan, Maaya, Lobh.

SanjvalanKrodh, Maan, Maaya, Lobh: Those acts that takes
place which prevents the taking of Vows capable of acquiring
Absolute Conduct (YathakhiyatCharitra) of the Soul are called
SanjvalanKrodh, Maan, Maaya, Lobh.

4) Antral Karma: The In-Play of the Karma that causes
hinderance in the Benefaction (Daan), Benefits (Laabh),
Enjoyment (Bhog), Repeatad Enjoyment (Oopbhog) and Power
{Viriya) that Karma is called Antrai Karma and they are of five
types.

Daan: On the manifestation of Samyaktva (the right faith)
Transcendental Happiness and Peace that manifests in the Soul,
the benefaction of which is bestowed to oneself which is Natural
Benefaction (Daan).

Laabh: On the manifestation of Samyaktva (the right faith)
Transcendental Happiness and Peace that manifests in the Soul,
the benefit of which is bestowed to oneself which is Natural
Benefit (Laabh).

Bhog: On the manifestation of Samyaktva (the right faith)
Transcendental Happiness and Peace that manifests in the Soul,
the enjoyment of which is bestowed to aneself which is Natural
Enjoyment (Bhog).

Oopbhog: On the manifestation of Samyaktva (the right faith)
Transcendental Happiness and Peace that manifests in the Soul,
the repeated enjoyment of which is bestowed to oneself which is
Natural Repeated Enjoyment (Oopbhog).

Viriya: On the manifestation of Samyaktva (the right faith)
Transcendental Happiness and Peace that manifests in the Soul,
the creation of which and the assumption of this capability is
assumed by the Soul due to its own Viriya Quality (Power) that s
Matural Power (Viriya).

The five types of Karmas that hinders the Soul's Natural Daan,
Laabh, Bhog, Oopbhog and Viriyaare:

Those are 1) Daanantrai, 2) Laabhantrai, 3) Bhogantrai, 4)
Oopbhogantrai and 5) Viriyaantrai. The meaning of each Karma
is that each of these by hindering in the relevant natural process
of the Soul which has the nature of hinderance in its natural
functionality.

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Biography Anandji DEVJI Nathoo Shah - As written by Nila Pande

> Born on 19th of August 1919 in Nana Mandha village, my father
AnandjiDevjiNATHOO Shah (Bid) is the third of the five children of late Mr. Devji
and Mrs. PuribenDevjiNathoo Bid. As a young boy he heard stories of
opportunities in Africa and he was inspired to try his luck in this continent like
several other youngsters in his time. So, he managed to get himself a passport
from Rajkot and set sail in a dhow from Porbandar to Mombasa at the age of 18
years. After doing odd jobs for some years, he set up a retail clothes shop in a town
called Fort Hall (now Muranga) located between Nyeri and Thika.
> In the mid-sixties, the government of Kenya adopted an "Africanization" or
"Kenyanization" plan which excluded "non-citizens from various trades and
professions. While most of the Oshwals (Non-Kenyan citizens) ended up in the UK, my father decided to
move back to India Mumbai, in order to be closer to his siblings.

> Thus began the journey from Kenya to India. My father winded up his business in Forthall. Together
with my mother and five of his six children (oldest daughter was married in Kenya) boarded the ship S.S
Kampala from Mombasa and landed in Mumbai on 14th August 1969. We all were gradually settling in
Mumbai making it our new home. However, as fate would haveit, in 1973 at a young age of 54, my father
was diagnosed with Colon cancer. The miracle in the matter was that it was localized to the bowel
without affecting any other argan of his body. So, in 1975 a partial colectomy was performed whereby
the diseased portion of his colon was removed.

> By God's grace, all went fine with the surgery and since then there is no sign of any major illness. Forty-
eight years have passed by and he is living a healthy and active life without any medication. Until the age
of 85, he walked 4 KM's a day without a walking aid. It is only since last couple of years that he has
stopped going to the Derasar. Now he walks 300-400 meters everyday with the help of a walking stick and
dares to cross the traffic-loaded streets of Mumbai all by himself. He sits 3-4 hours daily in my brother's
shop. He is an extensive reader of various newspapers in order to stay updated with the current events.
He is independent and never asks anyone for help. If required he can also warm the food by himself. In
order to keep fit and ensure that his arms and feet do not lose motion, he voluntarily dusts and wipes all
the doors of the apartment each morning after shower (although not required).

> All these physical activities and good nutrition have played a key role in keeping him healthy and
mentally fit at the age of 102 years—The secret of a long life.
