In the last issue we mulled on the distinctions of
Aasrav, Bandh Tatva, the misunderstanding
regarding Bandh Tatva and the two distinctions
of Bandh Tatva; at the end we ended with
indicating to learn, in the next issue, the four
types of Bandh, reasoning behind the same and
the Aim behind the same. So, let us mull on this.
FOUR TYPES OF BANDH AND THE REASONS
BEHIND THESE: Karma Bandh has four facets. 1)
Prakruti (Nature), 2) Sthiti (Duration), 3)
Anubhag (infliction capacity) and 4) Pradesh
(Quantum). The Prakruti and Pradesh Bandh
takes place due to Yog (Vibratory State of the
Soul) and Stithi and Anubhag Bandh takes place
due to the Anger etc. Kashaya that arise within
the Soul,

1. Prakruti: - The nature of the Karma is called
Prakruti. Just as Gnanaavrankarma's
(Knowledge Obstructing Karma) nature is to be
the cause in not being able to know the
Substances, as per its capability and
Darshnaavrankaram's (Vision Obstructing
Karma) nature is to be the cause in not beingable
to perceive the Substances, as per its capability
etc. Just as the nature of Neem Leaves is Bitter
and that of Sugar is Sweet, similarly the nature to
all Karmas are to be perceived as different from
each another. Inthe lastissue, the namesofthe
eight different types of Karmas and its
definition that we had learnt were based on the
differencesin Prakruti (nature) of each Karma

2. Sthiti: - Bonded Karmas by nature stays
bonded for a definite time period, that definite
period is called Sthiti. Just as the sweetness in
the milk of goat etc., that period till which this
sweetness prevail until the milk does not go off
and become sour, the period for which the
sweetness is not lost is called Sthiti. Similarly,
Gnanaavrann Etc. Karmas being the cause by
which the knowability of the substances is
obstructed, by its nature; that period till which
this nature prevails is Sthiti Bandh. Say, anyone
who has bonded its Ayu Karma (Life Span) of 100
years, then that Soul will not depart from the

acquired body for 100 years in that Sthiti of
Aayushiya Karmais said to be 100 year.

3. Anubhag: - We know that the Milk of a Goat,
Cow and Buffalo etc have its density or stickiness
less, ordinary and more respectively in the same
way the similar special capability of materialistic
Karmais called Anubhag or Anubhag Bandh. That
means the Degree of Strength of the Fruition of
Karma is called Anubhag. One may have a fever
of 98 degrees, another one may have that of 100
degrees and another one may have that of 104
degrees, Those are in proportion to that
particular person's own Asaata Vedniya (Pain
Inflicting) Karma's Anubhag Bandh.

4, Pradesh: - The Parmaannu (Atoms) of Bonded
Karmas that occupy and stay in one and the same
space that of a Soul or the Numerator of the
number of atoms of Karmas associated with a
Soul is called Pradesh Bandh. At the time of
bonding of Karma, the atoms of Karmas that gets
associated within the space of the Soul and the
stack of how many atoms gets associated with
the Soul that is called Pradesh Bandh,A) Pradesh
— Prakruti Bandh: - The influx of Karma takes
place when Yog meaning the vibratory state of
Soul's Pradesh takes place. Therefore, it is
stated that Yog is the Aasrav. Taking of the atoms
of Karma Parmaannu as a result of Yog of the Soul
is called Pradesh. The cohesion of these and
their bifurcation into Main and Sub-division of
Nature of the Karma is termed as Prakruti
(Gnanaavrann Karma is the Main Prakruti and
Matignanaavrann, Shrutgnanaavrann,
Avdhignanaavrann, Manahpryaygnanaavrann
and Kevalgnanaavrann Karma are the Sub-
division of this). Therefore, one must
understand that Pradeshbandh and
Prakrutibandh takes place owing to Yog.

B) Sthiti - Anubhag Bandh: - The Gist of
Mithiyatva-Anger (Misconception-Anger) etc.
rises in a Being. These are commonly known by
the name of Kashaya. Due to that bondage of
Sthiti of Karma Prakruti takes place, which means
it is determined as to how long the Bonded
Karma will remain associated with a Being and

what will be the capability differences of Anubhag (the degree of infliction of pain or pleasure) —
meaning certainty is established as to in what proportion the fruit will be received at the time of
maturity of the Sthiti of that Prakruti of that Karma. In this manner one must understand that
Sthitibandh and Anubhagbandh takes place due to Kashayas.

SIGNIFICANCE: Here one must understand that principally only the Kashaya gist's of Moh-Raag-
Dvesh (Attachment-Love-Hate) are that which becomes the cause of binding of new Karmas. When
there is non- existence of gist's of love etc. (meaning the gist's of Moh-Raag-Dvesh do not arise) the
Jeev (A Being) do not get Bonded with Karma, even in the existence of Dravya-Mithiyatva, Dravya-
Asayanm, Dravya-Kashaya, Dravya-Yog (meaning the previously bonded Pudgal Karmas of
Mithiyatva, Asayanm (incontinence), Kashaya, Yog Prakruti that are existent but are not in play).
Therefore, the gist's of Love etc. being the internal motivating factor of bondage of Karmas, one must
make certain that really the Gist's of Love etc. are the factors of Bondage of Karmas. And, the Soul
that is forever anxiety free, being devoid of these four classes of Bandh, is what | am — Samayakgnaani
(abeing with correct knowledge of the self and all) must

contemplate continuously that way.

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This is the story of Veer, a Gujarati Jain
boy from London (UK). He has been
diagnosed with a rare genetic disorder
called Fanconi Anaemia. This means his
bone marrow is not working properly,
and so his blood stem cell production is
reducing, as are his blood counts.

As a result, he will need a stem cell
transplant. For this he needs a generous
stem cell donor. You could be the one to

save his life, or othersin asimilar position.

It is very difficult for Indians to find a matched donor, because there are very few Indians on
the global registers. The chances for Veer are around 20%. His chances will increase
significantly if many more Indians will register as donors.

WhoisVeer?

Veer was born in April 2016. He is a very smart, adventurous young boy. He is very energetic
and brings a lot of joy to all those around him, young and old. Veer and his elder sister Suhani
have been raised with strong cultural values. The family is very religious, following Jain
traditions strictly. Both Veer and Subani go to Pathshala every Sunday, with classes
conducted by their father Nirav. As such, the family are ensuring the peaceful religion thrives
outside India.

Registration Process

It's really easy to get registered. If you register online, you get a kit in the post to
swab your cheek at home, and then send the swab back in the post. That's it! No
blood tests required! Once registered, you can be matched against any patient
(globally) searching for a donor. If you do match, you will have the rare
opportunity to save a life. Blood group is not a factor in the matching process, so
evenifyou have arare group, get yourself registered.

Donation Process

If you are a match, the process to donate your stem cells is easy too. The word
transplant may seem scary, but in this case the process is simple. In 90% of cases,
the process is similar to blood donation. For the other cases (especially where
the patient is a child) the stem cells are taken (under general anaesthetic) from
the hip bone (and not the spine), with a needle. You shouln't need to travel far to
donate, even if you are donating for a patient abroad. There couldn't be a
simpler way to save a life!

= In this era of globalization, our ability to learn and
function as part of diverse groups is essential to our
capacity to survive and thrive. Yet almost all
assessment and most aspects of instruction in schools
8 focus on promoting individual performance and
§ achievement. You will investigate the power of the

B group as a learning environment, and documentation

“Visible learning” is a ground-breaking concept. It establishes that learning must be seen and obvious,
not assumed. Let us understand this concept using height as an example. When establishing a change
or difference, it's not enough to see the difference in height between one person who is 5'3” and
another who is 5'4”. Instead, a more obvious visible difference, like between a person who is 5'5” and
one who is is 6” tall, is a better teacher of height difference. It's exciting to think that with some
Scaffolding, and the intentional use of specific strategies and assessment, you will be able to identify
exactly what part of the teaching process worked, and student learning will be visible.
To make this happen in classroom, “students have to know what they are learning, why they are
learning it, how they will know they have learned it, and what it means
to have learned.”

Learning intentions and success criteria
contribute significantly to teacher clarity, research shows that it can
double or triple student learning. Another critical part of increasing
student learning is to attend to the three phases of learning: surface,
deep, and transfer.
