InJanuary issue it was mentioned thatin the nextissue we will
mull on the Nirjara and Moksh Tatva. Accordingly, let us mull
onthesame.

Nirjara Tatva: - At the time of the in play of the previously
bonded Karma, with increase in the engrossment in one's
own Soul along with manifestation of Sanvar, without the
enjoyment of the fruits of the in play of these Karmas and the
shading of the Karmas in play without bending any new
Karmas takes place, this is called Nirjara. Here, by saying
'along with manifestation of Sanvar' it is referred to the
process of engrossment of Soul's state where one
concentrates oneself naturally into its natural self along with
the knowledge-faith and conduct as per the nature of the Soul
along with its conscious turned away from its Body and all
other Substances and when this engrossment continues for
more than one moment, then previously bonded Karma
comes into play when it attains it fruition time but the Jeeve
does not engage itself with oneness in the situation that arise
due to the in play of these Karmas, these Karmas are shed
without Bonding a New Karma which is called Nirjara.

The notion of the Soul that prevails in the Nature of the Soul
when the particles of Karmas are shed after giving the fruits of
the Karmas in play is Bhav Nirjara and in context of the
Savipak Nirjara (Nirjara that takes place at the maturity of the
Karmas with simultaneous bondage of the new Karma) the
Shading of the Karmas at the definite time of the shading of
the Karmas as per its in play maturity time and in context with
Avipak Nirjara (Nirjara that takes place without the bondage
of New Karma that could have bonded) the shading of the
Karmas with Penance is termed as Dravya Nirjara. Here the so
called Penance is True Penance (where the so called Penance
that takes place with Six types of outward and Six types of
introvert Practiced Penance that lacks here) which takes place
on engrossment within the nature of the Soul and only this
Penance is only the One that is the cause of Sanvar-Nirjara-
Moksh inthe Path of the Moksh.

When an increment in the purity of the state of the Soul takes
place with prop of the nature in association with Sanvar and
contabescence in the impurity of the state of the Soul both of
these are termed as Bhav Nirjara and the shedding of the
material Karma is termed as Dravya Nirjara. Bhav Nirjara takes
place in the Jeeve/Soul and Dravya Nirjara takes place in
Pudgal (Matter) Karma.

Nirjara is of two types, Savipak Nirjara and Avipak Nirjara.
Every Karma Particles shed by coming into play at the time of
its predetermined maturity moment meaning becomes
numb. At this juncture if Jeeve enjoys its fruit with its Sensory
and Mental involvement then it bonds New Karma while the
previously bonded Karmas are shed which is called Savipak
Nirjara and when Jeeve does not perform as per the intended
fruit of the in play of the previously bonded Karma with its
own effort by taking abode in its permanent nature, does not
bind new Karma and the resulting Nirjara is called Avipak
Nirjara.

There are two other differentiae of Nirjara too. 1) Akam
Nirjaraand 2) Sakam Nirjara.

SAT TATVA

1) Akam (Fruitless) Nirjara — Mundane Jeeve binds pious
Karmas only, with its Pious deeds being unaware and
realization less of the nature of the Soul, which is the cause
only for the extension of the Mundane World. This pious deed
cannot be reckoned, in any way, to be the cause for the Maoksh
(Liberation). Though a Mundane Jeeve takes vow and perform
penance, without being aware of the nature of the Soul,
which are of pious nature but fruitless in the path of Salvation
(Moksh) the Nirjara that takes place due to the shedding of
the Old Karmas in this state, is termed as Akam Nirjara.

2) Sakam (Fruitful) Nirjara — Enlightened Jeeve is that Jeeve
who has experienced the bliss of experiencing the permanent
nature of its own Soul and have destroyed its illusion-
attachment-aversion towards others and other substances.
When it meditates by concentrating in its nature then by not
interacting with the fruits of the in play of the previously
bonded Karma does not attract the new Karma and do not
bond new Karma while shedding the old Karma. The resulting
Nirjara is helpful meaning useful in the path of Salvation, this
Nirjarais called Sakam (Fruitful) Nirjara.

ignorant Jeeve believes in shedding of previously bonded
Karma with extrovert penance, which is Savipak Nirjara (as
the act of pious deeds without taking any abode in the nature
of the Soul is efficient cause of bondage of Pious Karma) but
instead this is construed as Avipak Nirjara, which is a
misconception of True Nirjara Tatva.

We had taken the example of a boat to understand Sanvar.
The process of stoppage of the influx of Karmas takes place in
Sanvar. In Nirjara, the process of shedding of previously
bonded Karmas by Jeeve takes place without binding any new
Karmas. To understand this let us imagine a water tank filled
with water equivalent to the water presentinan ocean. Let us
imagine that there are two half inch inlet pipes with taps on
the top and a pipe of one inch wide, without a tape for the
outlet. There is one pipe that has a flow of water of Sin type
and the other has a flow of water of Punya type out of the two
inlet pipes. It is essential to destroy all Karmas for a leeve to
attain Moksh for which let us imagine the water filled in the
tank to be previously bonded Karmas. Let us imagine the flow
of water from the outlet pipe of the tank to be removal of the
Karma type water which is perceived as Nirjara. This process is
carried out by the leeve since beginning less infinite time
where due to the taps of Sin and Punya type water being
turned on all the time, the coming and going of the previously
bonded Karmas keeps happening, so this tank will never ever
be emptied. For this it is necessary for the Taps of the Sin and
Punya turned off which gives rise to Sanvar. With this the
influx of the new Sinful and Pious Karmas gets blocked and the
water that is stored in the water tank drains by the
continuance of the process of outflow of the water (meaning
Nirjara keeps on happening), then to achieve the State of
Maksh it is possible for the tank to be emptied at an
appropriate time..
