The dreams of the Middle-Income Group have
been ruined. The MIG paid Rs 2.9 lakh crore as
tax, but received no relaxation in the budget.
For the last nine years there has been no
change in the taxation, so the MIG has been
deprived of small benefits. There has been no
change in the taxation in the small
investments made by the MIG such as in
Mutual Funds and no relaxation in direct tax
rates.The PM 'Sanman Nidhi' has disappeared
from the budget, the reductions, tax
relaxations for the agriculture-based economy
like ours is missing, there is no relaxations for
women and senior taxpayers, and no new
provisions for declaration for women
protection. Over and above the Government
has increased 2% tax duty on the item which
has 52% consumption of petrol & diesel
without ethanol. Experts opine that all the
above-mentioned measures will lead to
inflation and the middle class will have to bear
the brunt.

This budget has severed the dreams of the
middle class. Moreover, it has created a divide
between the rural and the Urban by the large
disparity in the fund allocation which is 6% for
ruraland 40 % for the urban development.

It is a budget which will fill the coffers of the
Government but will make a hole in the
pockets of the middle-income group , the
salaried class and the farmers.

We just hope the Government rules with a
sympathetic hand and helps the needy.

EIGHT KARMAS

Om Hrim Shree Vitragai Namah

In the last issue we had mulled on the nature and
disposition of the Mohaniya Karma and Antrai Karma as
part of the Four Ghati Karmas and ended with the
remark to deliberate on the Aghati Karma so let us
understand them.

The four Ghati Karmas are the Karmas that are directly
related with the Nature of the Soul and all four Aghati
Karmas are the Karmas that are related with the Body
and associated surroundings of the Jeeve.

5)  VedniyaKarma:

When Jeeve gets anxious or perturbed due to its gist of
infatuation then the in-play of the Karma which
acquires consort that facilitate or raise adversity, that
Karmais called Vedniya Karma.

There are two types of Vedniya Karmas that are
conductor in the generation of hinderance in the
manifestation of the Un-interruption quality of the
Jeeve — 1) Shatta Vedniya —which is an efficient cause in
the wellbeing of the Body and 2) Assata Vedniya —
which is an efficient cause in the illness of the Body.

6) Ayushya Karma:

When the Jeeve loiters in the body of a Hellish Being,
Tiriyanch (Animals, Birds, Reptiles, Marines,
Grass/Plant, Tree etc.) Being, Human Being or Celestial
Being, due to its own meetness for which the Karma
thatis an efficient causeis called Ayushya Karma.

1)
Narakayu (the life span of a Jeeve in the Hellish Body) 2)
Tiriyanchayu (the life span of a Jeeve in the Body of a
Tiriyanch) 3) Manushiyayu (the life span from birth to
death of a Jeeve in the Human Body) and 4) Devayu (the
life span of a Jeeve in the Celestial Body).

7) Naam Karma:

The Karma that is an efficient cause in the creation of
the body and its associates in which a Jeeve has its
abodeis called Naam Karma.

Quality of the Jeeve or Soul. 1) Shubh (Auspicious)

8) Gotra Karma:

The Karma that is an efficient cause for a Jeeve to be
born in the family of High Clan or Low Clan is called
Gotra Karma.

The Gotra Karma, which hinders the Agurulaghu
(neither being a High Class or a Low Class) quality of
Jeeve, are of two types — High Gotra and Low Gotra. 1)
High Gotra — due to in-play of this Karma a Jeeve gets
birth in a High Clan. 2) Low Gotra - due to in-play of this
Karma a Jeeve gets birthina Low Clan.

Having considered the Eight Karmas in brief we are
endingthe chapter of Eight Karmas here.

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HEALTH CORNER)

The common cold, also known as "acute coryza," is
an inflammation of the upper respiratory tract and
is caused by infection with virus. The patient feels
miserable for the first three days or so.

Symptoms

The first signs of a cold are a feeling of soreness of
the throat and congestion of the nasal passage. Its
usual symptoms are a running nose, sneezing, a rise
in temperature, headache, sore throat, chill, aches
and painsin the body and loss of appetite.

Causes

The common cold results from exposure to a virus.
Its inten-sity however, depends upon the state of
health of the person and by environmental factors.
Sudden changes in temperature, dust and other
irritating inhalations are important contributory
causes forthe development of a cold.

The real cause of a cold, however, is the toxic
condition of the body brought about by wrong
feeding habits such as an excessive intake of starch,
carbohydrates, proteins and other acid-forming
foods. A cold is, therefore, nature's simplest way of
expelling toxic waste from the human system. The
duration of the cold will depend on the amounts of
poisons accumulated in the body.

Treatment

To treat a cold by means of customary suppressive
drugs like aspirin and code line only paves the way
for future trouble of a more serious nature. For such
a treatment puts a sudden stop to the eliminative
process then taking place and forces the toxic
matter back into the tissues again.
The only real treatment for colds is a proper diet.
The best way to begin the treatment is to put the
patient on a fast for two days. Nothing should be
taken during this period except warm water mixed
with lemon juice and honey or fruit juice and hot
water.

A liquid diet of fruit juice in large amounts is
necessary to neutralize the acid condition of the
blood and hot drinks are needed to help clear the
kidneys.

The patient should strengthen the system as a
whole by taking a diet which supplies all the
vitamins and minerals the body needs. Vitamin C,
however, heads the list of these nutrients. It
protects one against infection and actsas a harmless
antibiotic. It is found in citrus fruits, green leafy
vegetables, sprouted Bengal and green grams.
According to Dr. Linus Pauling, a noble prize-winning

scientist, the regular use of this vitamin in the
optimum daily amount will prevent the common
cold and if a cold has already appeared, large doses
of this vitamin will relieve the symptoms and
shorten its duration. He estimates that one to two
grams or 100 mg. to 200 mg. per day is
approximately the optimum amount of this vitamin.
His advice is to swallow one or two 500 mg. tablets
of vitamin C at the appearance offirst sign of the cold
and continue the treatment by taking an additional
tablet every hour.

Garlic soup is an ancient remedy to reduce the
severity of cold. Garlic contains antiseptic and
antispasmodic properties besides several other
medicinal virtues. The volatile oil in garlic flushes
out the system of all toxins and thus helps bring
down fever. Garlic oil combined with onion juice,
diluted with water and drunk several times a day,
has also been found in several studies to be
extremely effective in the treatment of the common
cold.

Gingeris also an excellent food remedy for colds and
coughs. Ginger should be cut into small pieces and
boiled in a cup of water; it should then be strained
and half a teaspoon of sugar added toit. It should be
drunk while it is still hot, in case of colds. Ginger tea,
prepared by adding a few pieces of ginger into
boiled water before adding tea leaves, is also an
effective remedy for colds and for fevers resulting
from cold.

Turmeric, with its antiseptic properties, is an
effective remedy for cold and throat irritations. Half
a teaspoonful of fresh turmeric powder mixed in 30
grams of warm milk is a useful prescription for these
conditions.

Water Treatment A hot water bath, Steam bath, hot
foot bath and hot hip bath are also beneficial as they
stimulate perspiration. Steam inhalation will help
relieve the congestion of the nasal tissues. Gargling
with hot water mixed with salt is beneficial for a sore
throat. Cold chest packs should be applied two or
three times a day as they will relieve congestion of
lungs and help in eliminating the accumulated
mucus.

Yogasanas like bhujangasana, shalabhasana,
dhanurasana, and yogamudra in vajrasana,
yogickriyas such as jalneti and pranayamas such as
kapalbhati, anuloma- viloma are beneficial in the
treatment of thecommon cold.
